Abstract

The purposes of this study were to study of the confirmatory of meaningin:life
model of college students and to development of College Students’ Meaning in‘Life Test.
The samples were 917 students who enrolled in the Education Faculty”in Rajabhat
University in academic year 2018. The samples received by multistage random sampling.
The instrument use in this research was a College Students’ Meaning in Life Test. The
reliability of the test was .905. The statistic used to analyze data cemprising of frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation and confirmatory factor analysis.

The research result revealed that Meaning in Life.of College Students is consisted
of three structural factors with Purpose in life, Coherence, and Significant. These three
factors had high factor loading at .05 level and'could be ale to measure the meaning in life
of college students. The result shown that Meaning in Life of Students College’ Test is high

level of reliability, validity, discrimination‘and consist with empirical data.
